YA FIC WASSERMAN (W) 
A research project turns deadly for a group of 
teens when one is murdered. The remaining 
teens take advantage of a school trip to Europe 
to search for clues, but danger waits in places 
they considered safe.  
 
Ascending the Boneyard YA FIC WATSON (K) 
Overwhelmed by a series of losses, Tosh 
escapes into a video game, but soon the game 
becomes much more real than his life. Filled with 
action and psychological suspense.  
 
The Steep and Thorny Way  
YA FIC WINTERS (K) 
Hanalee, a biracial girl in rural Oregon in the 
1920s, searches for the truth about her father’s 
death while avoiding trouble from the KKK.

Getting Away With Murder: The True Story of 
the Emmett Till Case YA 364.1523 Crowe (K) 
Presents a true account of the murder of 14-year
-old Emmett Till in Mississippi in 1955.  
 
The Family Romanov: Murder, Rebellion & 
The Fall of Imperial Russia 
YA 947.083 Fleming (K/W) 
Traces the story of the Russian Revolution, the 
lives of the Romanov family, and the story of 
their tragic deaths, in an account that draws on 
primary source materials.  
 
The Zodiac Killer: Terror and Mystery 
YA 364.1523 Haugen (W) 
Examines the details of the Zodiac Killer case in 
1960s San Francisco, including the victims, the 
crimes, and speculations as to the identity of the 
Zodiac Killer.  
 
The Borden Murders: Lizzie Borden & The 
Trial of the Century YA 345.744 Miller (K/W) 
Examines the Borden murders, using newspa-
per articles to recreate the events and the trial. 
With murder and court battles, this nonfiction 
book reads like a thriller!   
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The May Queen Murders YA FIC JUDE (W) 
When her beloved cousin goes missing after a 
May Day celebration, Ivy discovers that both her 
cousin and her hometown are as full of secrets 
as the woods that surround them.  
 
The Safest Lies YA FIC MIRANDA (W) 
When Kelsey’s mother disappears after years of 
claiming the kidnappers she escaped from were 
coming back for her, Kelsey discovers that her 
mother isn’t who she thought she was...and 
she’s not the abductor’s only target.  
 
Secrets, Lies, and Scandals  
YA FIC MORGAN (K) 
Teens Ivy, Tyler, Kinley, Mattie, and Cade are 
involved in the death of their elderly teacher and 
now  must find a way to trust each other.  
 
Never Missing, Never Found  
YA FIC PANITCH (W) 
Stolen from her family as a young girl, Scarlett is 
now moving on from the past and starting her 
summer job at an amusement park. But, when a 
girl goes missing from the park, it’s clear that the 
past is not done with Scarlett.  
 
The Mystery of the Hollow Places 
YA M PODOS (W) 
A mystery writer’s daughter sets out to find her 
missing father.  
 
Burning YA FIC ROLLINS (W) 
After 3 years in juvenile detention, Angela is 
close to her release date. Then Jessica arrives. 
No one knows what she did, but creepy things 
begin to happen. It’s clear that Jessica is more 
dangerous than anyone expected.

Nobody believes Lauren when she 
claims she had nothing to do with the 
disappearance, leaving her no other option but to 
uncover the truth and clear her own name.
